General Information:

Genes contain instructions that 
tell our bodies how to develop 
and function properly. The 
blood test used in this study 
will look for a specific genetic 
abnormality (called “fragile X or 
FMR1 premutation”) that may 
indicate an increased chance for 
developing premature depletion 
of eggs, early menopause and, 
infertility. Stanford University 
and the University of Virginia are 
collaborating on this study.

You Might Be Eligible If You: 

•	 Are between the ages of 18  
and 42

•	 Have been diagnosed with 
diminished ovarian reserve

•	 Have regular menstrual cycles

Study Participation Involves:

•	 One blood draw

•	 Study questionnaires

Enrolled participants will receive 
a $50 gift card and free genetic 
testing. Those participants who 
wish to learn the results of their 
genetic testing will also receive 
genetic counseling free of charge.
